Entry Criteria

The Kent Schools Ski Championship is a special slalom of 2 runs down the same course and is open to
school teams made up of 4 racers and individual racers. The skiers can range from year groups 2 to 13
and entries will be taken up to a total of 200 racers.

All racers in a team must attend the same school and the school must ensure that all racers are
competent to ski a slalom course.

EACH SCHOOL MUST PROVIDE THE NAME OF AN OFFICIAL FOR EACH TEAM PRESENT

Please return the Registration Form by Friday 31* March 2017 and the full details of entrants on the
Racer Declaration Form by Friday 21* April 2017.

Entry Fee

Team fee (4 persons): £45.00

Individual fee: £12.00

Payment details can be found on the Registration Form.

Race Rules

* Teams must race in the year group of the eldest member

¢ Skiers will race in number order for both runs

* The individual championship will be decided by the aggregate time of the two runs

* The team championship will be decided by the aggregate of the best three times for each run
added together to give the overall team time

* Racers that are disqualified, or did not complete the first run will be allowed to take part in the
second run

Commentators Slips and Bibs

Bibs will be issued by school to a responsible adult representing that school. Bibs will only be issued if
ALL commentator sheets for those racers have been completed.

Any changes to racer’s names must be confirmed to the race office prior to collecting bibs.

Every effort will be made to keep to the above programme but the organisers retain the right to vary it if
necessary

Course Inspection

The course must be inspected wearing skis, helmets, gloves and bibs. No one is allowed to ski the course
during inspection, with exception of those taking part in the ‘Rabbit Run’. Race officials/coaches may
accompany their racers providing they notify the race office.

For those skiers who have never raced before a ‘Rabbit Run’ will be arranged where they will be led
through the course by an experienced skier to ensure they understand the course layout just before the
race begins.

Regulations

Helmets, long sleeves, long trousers and gloves are compulsory for all racers whilst they are on the ski
slope. Bibs should be worn with numbers visible for the duration of the racing and must be handed to
the Finish Marshall at the end of the Fun Dual Slalom or 2™ run if racers are not taking part in the dual
slalom, failure to do so will result in a charge of £25 for each missing bib.

All equipment borrowed from the ski centre must be returned before prize giving

No BBQ’s or naked flame cooking appliances are allowed on site

First Aid

Will be provided by Brentwood Park Ski centre

Schools should ensure that medical consent forms have been completed and are available for all racers
at the championships.
